Planning Service

The new planning service will also coordinate
the delivery of new housing and employment
opportunities and take action against any
unauthorlsed development in accordance
with published policy. It will deal with |ocal
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for the built and
natural environment whilst respecting and
safeguarding the county’s historic assets.

Will my planning application be dealt
with at one main head office location?
Mo the service will continue
to be delivered locally from
offices in Chippenham,
Devizes, Salisbury and
Trowbridge. So your local
office will deal with your application. As a result,
local people and parish and town councils will
still be able to speak to and meet with officers
who have an excellent local knowledge.

What difference will one council make?

Combining the resources of the existing five
councils into one new council will result in a
stronger and more flexible service able to use the
knowledge of a wider range of experts than was
previously possible.

We can adopt a
one-stop-shop
approach in
determining planning
applications;

for example
archaeologists,

urban designers,
landscape architects,
conservation officers,
building control
officers and planners
will all be part of

one team. They will
also work closely

with other services
including highways, education, economic
development and community planning to ensure
that a coordinated approach is adopted when
future development proposals are considered.

How will local decisions on planning
applications be made?

There will be four area planning committees
where |ocal decisions on planning applications
will be made by local councillors who will take
the views expressed by local people into account
before reaching a decision. These committees
will be based in Chippenham, Devizes, Salisbury
and Trowbridge and will determine planning
applications not assigned or agreed by planning
officers.

The committees will also consider planning
matters of local importance within the area, such
as the designation or revision of conservation
areas and the consideration and adoption of
village design statements and parish plans.

How often will the area planning
committees meet?

The committees will each meet on a three week
cycle.

What about big applications by
developers, will these be dealt with
differently?

In addition to the four area committees there
will be a single strategic committee which will
consider large scale dwelopments which have
wider implications and
raise issues of more
than local importance.

The committee will also
consider minerals and
waste applications and
ones which are ‘called
in' by a councillor
where the application
crosses the boundary of
two area committees.

Do parish and town councils have a say
in planning decisions?

The roles of parish and town councils remain
unchanged. They continue to be statutory

consultees in the planning process and can
comment on any application within their area.

The new planning service will enable town and
parish councils to request that applications go to
committee, if these are made through their local
Wiltshire Council councillor.
